Information for Conveyance Committees

7 7 Conveyance committees comprise the parents/carers of
distance eligible students who use a kilometre-based school
bus service. Conveyance committees are not mandatory.
They may be formed to assist operators in the administration

of kilometre-based school bus services.

Conveyance committees (where applicable) play a role
in assisting bus operators in maintaining the discipline
of school students on services which is important to the
effective management of these services.

Conveyance committees (where applicable) should
cooperate with the bus operator and school principal to
